Security Clearances for sensitive compartmented information (TS – PV)

In addition to the XP 90-2, DIO and DSD advise foreign governments of the clearance status for personnel with clearance for sensitive compartmented information. If access to such information is required during the visit, DIO and DSD also need to be advised of the proposed visit by the visitor’s Communications Security Officer (COMSO).  A clearance signal must be sent prior to departure from Australia in order to facilitate a visit.   Failure to follow these instructions will result in denied access to compartmented information and associated foreign military facilities.    (NB:  In some instances, it is the venue, not the topic of discussion - or the level of discussions - that requires the clearance signal.)
